PHILOSOPHY...

Following a visit to Mount View, esteemed wine critic and vigneron James Halliday AM commented that if in France,
Mount View would have its own appellation, separate to the Hunter Valley. This really encapsulates the philosophy of the
Briar Ridge winemaking team and is what makes our wines so special. Put simply, they are unique.

In Alex Beckett’'s words, “Where
we’re situated we have slightly higher
rainfall and lower temperatures..
it does mean that the wines we tend
to make can carry a bit more of that
softness on the palate, a bit more
lifted floral and spice.”

Consultant Winemaker Gwyn Olsen
agrees, noting that the goal for Briar
Ridge is to “make wines that reflect
time and place and that are just really
lovely to drink”.

Similarly, Karl Stockhausen’s winemaking
philosophy has always centred around

enjoyment. “The main thing is what
you make wine for people to drink
and enjoy. So, if you can do that better
than somebody else, that’s the wine
they want to buy.”
